1. PRICES:
a. The prices shall remain fixed and firm till the contractual delivery and are on FOR, GSL (Electrical Warehouse) basis inclusive of Packing, forwarding, freight, Insurance charges for delivery up to GSL, Goa for 02 ships, GSL Yard 1258-59.
b. Bidder/ seller shall submit un-priced commercial Bid along with Techno commercial Bid.

c. The bidder/ seller shall indicate the import content of the product being quoted if any, in techno commercial Bid, in terms of percentage of total Bid value, yard wise. 

d. HSN Code to be indicated by the bidder/ seller.

e. All Quoted Price should be in INR ONLY, and Exchange Rate Variation (ERV) is not applicable in this case.

f.       Price variation clause (PVC) is not applicable in this case (as applicable)

g. Price escalation clause is not applicable in this case.

h. In case of short supply, all materials are required to be delivered on FOR GSL basis. 
i.       This tender is a non-divisible tender and may not be awarded to multiple bidders (parallel contracts).

j.      Quantity variation/Option Clause: Quantity variation refers to the Quantity which are included in the original scope of supply of the contract/PO and whose rates are also included therein, but whose quantity may increases/decreases with reference to the quantity specified in the contract/PO. 4. PRICE BREAK-UP

A. Prices to be indicated in BOQ: Individual prices itemwise as per TA to be provided separately.
NOTE: 

i. The price shall be inclusive of all rights, if any, of patents, registered designs or trademarks and the Sub-contractor / Supplier / Vendor shall indemnify the Purchaser against all claims in respect of the same.

ii. The purchaser reserves the right to assess the reasonableness of the price and ask the vendor/supplier/sub-contractor for detail break up of their cost.

5. TAXES & DUTIES:

A. GST (GOODS AND SERVICE TAX):

i. The bidder to specify in their offer the category of their registration under GST like Registered, Unregistered and Composite dealer.

iii. Supplier / contractor will not be entitled to any increase in rate of taxes occurring during the period of extended delivery completion schedule if there is delay in supplies / completion attributed to him. However, if there is a decrease in taxes, the same must be passed on to GSL.

iv. Statutory Variation in Taxes & duties as applicable at the time of supply shall be payable. However, in the event of no change in law but bidder quoting certain tax structure in bid document which is lower than the applicable one, such amount shall be the maximum amount of tax that can be claimed by bidder.

v. No GST will be reimbursed to unregistered or composite dealer. In the event, any GST is quoted by the composite dealer, the same shall be added to the cost of supply in evaluating the bid.

vi. In the event of any change in the status of the vendor after the submission of the bid but before the supply, GST applicable at the time of supply or in the bid, based on the registration status of the vendor, whichever is lower shall be payable.

vii. Wherever all-inclusive prices are quoted by the bidder(s) and accepted without bifurcation of tax elements, no escalation shall be considered in respect of any variation in statutory levies arising subsequently in the absence of required base figures.

As per sr.no. 252 of Schedule I annexed to Notification no.01/2017- Integrated Tax (Rate) /Central Tax (Rate) dt.28.06.2017 issued by MoF, Shipbuilding Inputs are charged at 5% GST for “Parts of goods of heading 8901, 8902, 8904, 8905, 8906, 8907” under “Any chapter”. Thus, the rate of GST shall be 5% for item/s to be supplied falling under any chapter that will become part of ship/ vessels under heading 8901, 8902, 8904, 8905, 8906, 8907.
b) On availing concessional rate of GST @ 5%, the vendor to indicate in the tax invoice the respective HSN Code of each item/s to be supplied as per CTH with a clarification note below the item description as 

(Parts of Ship Yard No:1258/ : GST applicable under Sl. No. 252 of Schedule-I of Notification No.1/2017-Integrated Tax (Rate) / Central Tax (Rate) dated 28th June, 2017) for charging 5% GST as parts of ship).

A.1) Statutory compliance requirement for Vendor registered under GST;

i. If the vendor is registered under GST, the GST registration number (15-digit GSTIN) issued by GOI shall be mandatorily provided by the Vendor having multiple business verticals within state / at multiple states with separate GST registration numbers shall forward GSTIN of these verticals involved in supply of goods and/or services. GSL GSTIN is 30AAACG7569F1ZR and shall mention the same while invoicing and avoid any data entry error on GST portal.
ii. Vendor shall mention the HSN code for goods &/or services in their tax invoice, etc. These codes must be in accordance with GST Law and responsibility of specifying correct HSN codes for goods &/or services is that of the vendor.GSL shall not be responsible for any error in HSN code for goods &/or services specified by supplier / contractor. However if any penalty is levied on GSL or any loss of ITC to GSL occurs or any delay in availing ITC by GSL occurs due to such error, supplier / contractor shall reimburse such loss after intimation by GSL or the amount shall be recovered from the SD or any outstanding payments to the party.

iii. Vendor shall ensure timely submission of invoice/ E-Invoice{as applicable to concerned vendor} as per the provisions / requirement / timeline promulgated by GOI in relation to GST Law with all required supporting documents to enable GSL to avail input tax credit promptly. The vendors invoice inter alia should contain GSTIN of vendor, GSTIN of GSL (i.e. 30AAACG7569F1ZR),GST tax rate separately, HSN code wise goods or services, place of supply, signature of vendor, etc. Original invoice needs to be submitted to Central Dispatch Registry at GSL gate, and a copy of the invoice should be given to the goods receiving section (Stores).

iv. Vendor shall file all applicable returns under GST Law in the stipulated time & any losses of tax credit to GSL arising due to delay in filing will be recovered from their invoice wherever GSL is eligible to avail tax credit. Any default towards payment of tax and / or uploading of monthly returns by Vendor, GSL retains right to withhold payments towards tax portion until the same is corrected & complied by the supplier/contractor with the requirement of GST along with satisfactory evidence.

v. In case, GSL is unable to avail ITC due to reason attributable to Vendor, Vendor at their own cost shall rectify the shortcoming in the returns to be filed immediately thereafter. Further, if the ITC is delayed /denied to GSL / reversed subsequently as per GST Law due to non / delayed receipt of goods and / or services and / or tax invoice or expiry of timelines prescribed in GST Law for availing ITC, non-payment of taxes or non-filing of returns or any other reason not attributable to GSL, such amount shall be recoverable from Vendor along with interest and penalty as levied on GSL under GST Law for the number of days the ITC was delayed. This amount shall be recovered from the SD or any outstanding payments. If the short coming is not rectified by Vendor and GSL ends up in reversal of credits and / or payments, Vendor is fully liable for making good all the loss incurred by GSL as a result of default.

vi. If the GST rating of Vendor on GST portal / Govt. website is found to be negative /blacklisted then GSL shall reimburse GST to the vendor only after he makes the payment of GST and fulfils all requirements as per GST Law for successful availment of ITC by GSL. Further, GSL is entitled to deduct / recover such GST along with penalties / interest, if any, incurred by GSL.

vii. Vendor shall be responsible for financial and nonfinancial consequences in case of non- compliance of GST provisions / requirements /timelines on their part. GSL shall pay the applicable GST taxes to the vendor at actual &supplier/contractor shall pass on the reduction in prices to GSL on account of change in the tax structure.

viii. Vendor shall agree unconditionally to mandatorily pass on the any / all benefits arising in terms of reduction in goods/service’s prices to GSL under anti-profiteering provisions of GST Law.

ix. As per Sec 51 (1) of the CGST Act deduction of tax at source @ 2% (CGST 1% + SGST 1% or IGST @2%) on the payment made or credited to the supplier where total value of supply (supply of goods or service) under a contract exceed Rs. 2,50,000.00 excluding GST.

x. Vendor having more than 5 Crores aggregate turnover is required to comply with the E-invoicing prescribed under sub-rule (4) of rule 48 of CGST Rules, 2017 and has to mandatorily issue invoices which adhere to the applicable rules and have an Invoice Reference Number (IRN) on it from August 1st 2023 as per latest amendment vide Notification No. 10/2023–Central Tax dated 10.05.2023 issued by MoF read with principal notification No.13/2020- Central Tax dated 21.03.2020.

xi. It has been specified by the Govt. that it is mandatory to mention a valid unique invoice Reference No. (IRN) and QR code as generated from Govt. portal on a Tax Invoice. Based on such information, GST ITC as claimed by GSL in GST Returns shall be matched with the corresponding details uploaded by supplier in E-invoicing System.

xii. In case the vendor /contractor delays or fails to provide all the documents as per the Purchase order / Work Order at the time of submitting Tax invoice to GSL, any subsequent financial loss to GSL on account of vendor/contractor shall be to vendor's / contractor's account. GSL has further right to take necessary steps to protect its interest at the time of release of payment.

xiii. In case the e invoicing provision not applicable to vendor and tax invoice issued that does not bear the IRN as issued by the Government portal, a declaration for the same be given in the Invoice stating that compliance of e-invoicing provisions is not applicable as aggregate turnover under our Permanent Account Number (PAN) is less than the prescribed threshold limit and tax invoice issued without IRN is in order.

xiv. Any change in tax component/structure due to government regulation during the execution of contract within contractual delivery period the same will be applicable at actual ruling at the time of supply/service/execution of contract. (This will however not be applicable in case of extended delivery/completion schedule)

A.2) Statutory compliance requirement Under Income Tax Act 1961;

i. Where ever applicable If PAN (Permanent Account Number) of the recipient is not available, income tax is deductible either at the normal rate or at the rate of 20 percent, whichever is higher as per Section 206AA of Indian Income Tax Act 1961.

B. CUSTOM DUTY:

(b) Not with standing any stipulation in the contract for an increase in price on any other ground, including price variation clause or foreign exchange rate variation ,or any other variation clause, no such increase after the original delivery date shall be admissible on such goods delivered after the said date.
(c) Never the less, GSL shall be entitled to the benefit of any decrease in price on account of reduction in or remission of GST, customs duty or on account of any other Tax or duty or any other ground as stipulated in the price variation clause or foreign exchange rate variation or any other variation clause which takes place after the expiry of the original delivery date.
7. E-INVOICING

In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-rule (4) of rule 48 of the Central Goods and Services Tax Rules, 2017 (hereinafter referred as said rules), the Government on the recommendations of the Council, hereby notifies registered person, other than those referred to in sub-rules (2), (3), (4) and (4A) of rule 54 of the said rules, whose aggregate turnover in a financial year exceeds “Five crore rupees”, as a class of registered person who shall prepare invoice and other prescribed documents, in terms of sub-rule (4) of rule 48 of the said rules in respect of supply of goods or services or both to a registered person. Invoice issued by the person who is required to comply with E-invoicing, but does not comply with the same would not be treated as an invoice.
8. PACKING & FORWARDING:

i. Each packing in addition to aligning position { ( } shall be provided with identification tallies.

ii. Every item in each case would be listed in a packing list and a copy of this would be kept inside the case as well as secured & pasted outside, duly protected by plastic sheet. Items not listed in the packing list would be deemed as not supplied. 

iii. In case of pipes/conduits/cables, size wise bundles should be made for easy handling and identification for proper storage. Pipes have to be supplied with end protective caps (plastic cables) to avoid ingress of any foreign particles and rusting.

a) Security deposit of 5% along with applicable GST in the form of a Crossed Demand Draft / Bankers cheque / Bank Guarantee of any nationalized/scheduled Bank other than cooperative banks drawn in favour of Goa Shipyard Ltd., Vasco-da-Gama, Goa, shall be submitted to GSL, within 21 days of receipt of Letter of Award (LOA) or contract (whichever is earlier). The BG shall remain valid for a period of 60 (sixty) days beyond the date of completion of all contractual obligations of the supplier plus a claim period of 90(ninety) days.

b) EMD submitted by the successful bidder in the form of DD/Online transfer/e-payment, can be adjusted against SD for the equivalent amount and the shortfall in amount shall be made good by the bidder by crediting to the account of GSL within the stipulated period of 21 days.
c) In case of delay in submission of SD beyond stipulated time period of 21 days, late fee @ PLR (MCLR) of SBI plus 2 (two) per cent of SD amount for delayed period maximum upto 10% shall be deducted from the bills of the supplier.
d) The SD shall be forfeited in the event of a breach of the Contract by the contractor.

e) In case of successful tenderers, EMD will be returned back to the supplier after submission of security deposit to GSL while in other cases, it shall be refunded within 30 days of finalization of order. No interest shall be paid on the EMD amount.

f) The security deposit shall be subsequently refunded to the tenderer after successful

19. DEFAULTS, BREACHES, TERMINATION, RISK PURCHASE
(a)
Defaults and Breach of Contract:

In case the contractor undergoes insolvency or receivership; neglects or defaults, or expresses inability or disinclination to honour his obligations relating to the performance of the contract or ethical standards or any other obligation that substantively affects the Procuring Entity’s rights and benefits under the contract, it shall be treated as a breach of Contract. Such defaults could include inter-alia:

1. Default in Performance and Obligations: if the contractor fails to deliver any or all of the Goods or fails to perform any other contractual obligations (including Code of Integrity or obligation to maintain eligibility and Qualifications based on which contract was awarded) within the period stipulated in the contract or within any extension thereof granted by the Procuring Entity.

2. Insolvency: If the contractor being an individual or if a firm, any partner thereof, shall at any time, be adjudged insolvent or shall have a receiving order or order for the administration of his estate made against him or shall take any proceeding for composition under any Insolvency Act for the time being in force or make any conveyance or assignment of his effects or enter into any assignment or composition with his creditors or suspend payment or if the firm be dissolved under the Partnership Act, or

3. Liquidation: if the contractor is a company being wound up voluntarily or by order of a Court or a Receiver, Liquidator or Manager on behalf of the Debenture-holders is appointed, or circumstances shall have arisen which entitle the Court or Debenture-holders to appoint a Receiver, Liquidator or Manager.
(b) Notice for Default: 

As soon as a breach of contract is noticed, a show-cause ‘Notice of Default’ shall be issued to the contractor, giving two weeks' notice, reserving the right to invoke contractual remedies. After such a show-cause notice, all payments to the contractor would be temporarily withheld to safeguard needed recoveries that may become due on invoking contractual remedies.

(c) Terminations for Default

1. Notice for Termination for Default: In the event of unsatisfactory resolution of ‘Notice of Default’ within two weeks of its issue as per sub-clause above, the Procuring Entity, if so decided, shall by written Notice of Termination for Default sent to the contractor, terminate the contract in whole or in part, without compensation to the contractor.

2. Such termination shall not prejudice or affect the rights and remedies, including under sub-clause below, which have accrued and/ or shall accrue to the Procuring Entity after that.

3. Unless otherwise instructed by the Procuring Entity, the contractor shall continue to perform the contract to the extent not terminated.

4. All warranty obligations, if any, shall continue to survive despite the termination.

(d ) Contractual Remedies for Breaches/Defaults or Termination for Default

If there is an unsatisfactory resolution within this period, the Procuring Entity shall take one; or more of the following contractual remedies. 

1. Temporary withhold payments due to the contractor till recoveries due to invocation of other contractual remedies are complete.

2. Call back any loaned property or advances of payment, if any, with the levy of interest at the prevailing rate (MIBID - Mumbai Interbank Bid Rate).
3. Recover liquidated damages and invoke denial clause for delays.

4. Encash and/ or Forfeit performance or other contractual securities.

5. Prefer claims against insurances, if any.

6. Terminate contract for default, fully or partially including its right for Risk-and-Cost Procurement as per following sub-clause.

7. Risk and Cost Procurement: In addition to termination for default, the Procuring Entity shall be entitled, and it shall be lawful on his part, to procure Goods similar to those terminated, with such terms and conditions and in such manner as it deems fit at the “Risk and Cost” of the contractor. Such ‘Risk and Cost Procurement’ must be contracted within six months from the breach of Contract. The Contractor shall be liable for any loss which the Procuring Entity may sustain on that account provided the procurement, or, if there is an agreement to procure, such agreement is made. The Contractor shall not be entitled to any gain on such procurement, and the manner and method of such procurement shall be in the entire discretion of the Procuring Entity. It shall not be necessary for the Procuring Entity to notify the contractor of such procurement. It shall, however, be at the discretion of the Procuring Entity to collect or not the security deposit from the firm/ firms on whom the contract is placed at the risk and cost of the defaulted firm.

Note: Regarding the Goods which are not readily available in the market and where procurement difficulties are experienced, the period for making risk procurement shall be nine months instead of six months provided above.

8. Initiate proceedings in a court of law for the transgression of the law, tort, and loss, not addressable by the above means.
20. CLOSURE OF CONTRACT
The contract shall stand closed upon successful performance of all obligations by the firm, including completion of warrantee obligations and final payment. If no claim is received within 03 years from last supplies/services, then no claim shall be entertained thereafter.
21. GUARANTEE / WARRANTY:
21.1 The Vendor warrants that Goods/ Machinery / Equipment/ system/ items and associated services supplied under this contract/ PO shall comply with the specifications prescribed and shall perform according to technical specifications.

21.2 Firm shall undertake guarantee for the satisfactory performance of the items/Equipment/spares for a period of 36 months from the date of receipt of the equipment/spares or 12 months from the date of delivery of the ship, whichever is earlier. 

21.3 If within the period of warranty, Goods/ Machinery / Equipment/ system/ items reported by GSL to have failed to perform as per the specification, the Vendor would be liable to rectify all the defects arising out of inferior workmanship, faulty material and defective design within 3 weeks of notification of such defect received by the Vendor and the same shall be rectified/replaced, part or whole, as the case may be, free of cost and delivered at GSL. All packing, forwarding, insurance and delivery charges arising on account of this would be borne by the vendor.

21.4 The guarantee period would be extended by another 12 months for the repaired parts, which were repaired & replaced during the guarantee period. 

21.5 Defects, damages and short landings reported during the receipt inspection at GSL and during the guarantee period shall be attended within 3 weeks from the date of such intimations from GSL. In case defects are not attended within reasonable period of time then GSL reserves the right to encash the bank Guarantee submitted by the firm.

21.6 The guarantee obligation of the firm as above shall also flow down to the end customer i.e. ship owner.

21.7 The bidder shall have to borne all Incidental charges ( including Custom Duty if payable) while taking back supplied Goods/ Machinery / Equipment/ system/ items if it is found rejected on receipt . The rejected material shall be sent back only after receipt of replacement.
22. TRIALS & COMMISSIONING ASSISTANCE:

24. PURCHASE PREFERENCE UNDER MAKE IN INDIA :
24.1 Local content': 'Local content' means the amount of value added in India which shall, unless otherwise prescribed by Nodal Ministry, be the total value of the item procured (excluding net domestic indirect taxes) minus the value of imported content in the item (including all customs duties) as a proportion of the total value, in percent.

a. 'Class-I local supplier' means a supplier or service provider, whose goods, services or works offered for procurement, meets the minimum local content(MLC) as prescribed for Class I local supplier (it shall be minimum 50% unless prescribed by Nodal Ministry).

b. 'Class-II local supplier' means a supplier or service provider, whose goods, services or works offered for procurement, meets the minimum local content as prescribed for Class II local supplier but less than that prescribed for class I local supplier (it shall be minimum 20% unless prescribed by Nodal Ministry).

c. Non - Local supplier' means a supplier or service provider, whose goods, services or works offered for procurement, has local content less than that prescribed for class II local supplier (it shall be less than 20% unless prescribed by Nodal Ministry).

d. The margin of purchase preference: means the maximum extent to which the price quoted by a "Class-1 local supplier" may be above the L1 for the purpose of purchase preference. It shall be 20%.

e. 'Works' means all works which include 'turnkey works'.
24.2 Purchase Preference Mechanism: 

Purchase preference shall be given to 'Class-I local supplier’ in procurements undertaken by GSL in the manner specified here under.
a. Mechanism for cases which are divisible in nature: In the procurements of goods or works, which are divisible in nature, the Class-I local supplier' shall get purchase preference over 'Class-II local supplier' as well as 'Non-local supplier', as per following procedure:

Among all qualified bids, the lowest bid will be termed as L1. If L1 is 'Class-I local supplier', the contract for full quantity will be awarded to L1.

If L1 bid is not a 'Class-I local supplier', 50% of the order quantity shall be awarded  to L1. Thereafter, the lowest  bidder among  the 'Class-I local supplier' will be invited to match the L1 price for the remaining 50% quantity subject to the Class-I local supplier's quoted price falling within the margin of purchase preference, and contract for that quantity shall be awarded to such 'Class-I local supplier' subject to matching the L1 price.

In case such lowest eligible Class-I local supplier fails to match the L1 price or accepts less than the offered quantity, the next higher Class-I local
supplier within the margin of purchase preference shall be invited to match the L1 price for remaining quantity and so on, and contract shall be awarded accordingly. In case some quantity is still left uncovered on Class1 local suppliers, then such balance quantity may also be ordered on the L1 bidder.

b. Mechanism for cases which are not divisible in nature :In the procurements of goods or works, which are not divisible in nature, and in procurement of services where the bid is evaluated  on price  alone,  the Class-I local supplier shall  get purchase preference over Class-II local supplier as well as 'Non-local supplier', as per following procedure:

i. Among all qualified bids, the lowest bid will be termed as L1. If L1 is Class-I local supplier, the contract will be awarded to L1.

ii. If L1 is not Class-I local supplier, the lowest bidder among the Class-I local supplier, will be invited to match the  L1 price  subject  to Class-I local supplier's quoted price falling within the margin of purchase preference, and the contract shall be awarded  to such Class-I local supplier subject to matching the L1 price.

iii. In case such lowest eligible Class-I local supplier fails to match the L1 price, the Class-I local supplier with the next higher bid within the margin of purchase preference shall be invited to match the L1 price and so on and contract shall be awarded accordingly. In case none of the Class-I local supplier within the margin of purchase preference matches the L1 price, the contract may be awarded to the L1 bidder.

c.       Class-II local supplier will not get purchase preference in any procurement,    

     undertaken by procuring entities.
24.3 Applicability in tenders where contract is to be awarded to multiple bidders:

In tenders where contract is awarded to multiple bidders subject to matching of L1 rates or otherwise, the ‘Class-I local supplier’ shall get purchase preference over ‘Class-II local supplier’ as well as ‘Non-local supplier’ as per following procedure:

a) In case there is sufficient local capacity and competition for the item to be procured as notified by the nodal Ministry, only ‘Class-I local suppliers shall be eligible to bid. As such, the multiple suppliers, who would be awarded the contract should be all and only ‘Class-I local suppliers’.

b) In other cases, ‘Class-II local suppliers’ and ‘Non local suppliers’ may also participate in the bidding process along with ‘Class-I local suppliers’ as per provisions of this Order.

c) If ‘Class-I local supplier’ qualify for award of contract for at least 50% of the tendered quantity in any tender, the contract may be awarded to all the qualified bidders as per award criteria stipulated in the bid documents. However, in case ‘Class-I local suppliers’ do not qualify for award of contract for at least 50% of the tendered quantity, purchase preference should be given to the ‘Class-I local supplier’ over ’Class-II local suppliers’/ ‘Non-local suppliers’ provided that their quoted rate falls within 20% margin of purchase preference of the highest quoted bidder considered for award of contract so as to ensure that the ‘Class-I local suppliers’ taken in totality are considered for award for at least 50% of the tendered quantity.
d) First purchase preference has to be given to the lowest quoting ‘Class-I local supplier’, whose quoted rates fall within 20% margin of purchase preference, subject to its meeting the prescribed criteria for award of contract as also the constraint of maximum quantity that can be sourced from any single supplier. If the lowest quoting ‘Class-I local supplier’ does not qualify for purchase preference because of aforesaid constraints or does not accept the offered quantity, an opportunity may be given to next higher ‘Class-I local supplier’ falling within 20% margin of purchase preference and so on.

e) To avoid any ambiguity during bid evaluation process, GSL may stipulate its own tender specific criteria for award of contract amongst different bidders including the procedure for purchase preference to ‘Class-I local supplier’ within the broad policy guidelines.
24.4 Verification of Local Content:
a) The Class-I local supplier/ Class-II local supplier at the time of tender, bidding or solicitation shall be required to indicate percentage of local content and provide self-certification that the item offered meets the local content requirement for Class-I local supplier/ Class-II local supplier, as the case may be. They shall also give details of the location(s) at which the local value addition is made.

b) In cases of procurement for a value in excess of Rs. 10 crores, the Class-I local supplier/ Class-II local supplier shall be required to provide a certificate from the statutory auditor or cost auditor of the company (in the case of companies) or from a practicing cost accountant or practicing chartered accountant (in respect of suppliers other than companies) giving the percentage of local content. Certificate issued by the statutory auditor or cost auditor of the company (in the case of companies) or from a practicing cost accountant or practicing chartered accountant (in respect of suppliers other than companies) shall be submitted to GSL along with delivery of items/equipment.
c) GSL may constitute committees with internal and external experts for independent verification of self-declarations and auditor's accountant's certificates on random basis and in the case of complaints.
24.5 Penalty in Case of Non Compliance of Indigenous Content:

In case the percentage of indigenization to be achieved, as declared by the suppliers prior to placement of order, is not achieved at the time of supply, then 2.5% of the order value per 10% increase over and above the committed import content, or part thereof, shall be deducted as penalty while making final payment for non compliance towards indigenization.

24.6 Bank Guarantee: The Bidder eligible for purchase preference in accordance with this policy will be required to submit Bank Guarantee, within three weeks from the date of placement of order for an amount equivalent to the purchase preference given to the bidder i.e. difference between the bidder's offer and L1 price of the Class II or Non local supplier or 1% of the order value (including GST), whichever is more, valid till execution of the order plus three months claim/ encashing period. In case, the supplier is not able to meet the percentage of Indigenization promised as per the Contract/PO terms, the penalty as elaborated above shall be adjusted by the supplier in their Invoice suitably, or else, same shall be adjusted by encashing the bank Guarantee.
24.7 Debarment of bidders for false declaration :
a. The penal provision stipulates debarring bidder or its successors for a period two years in case of false declaration of local content. 

b. A supplier who has been debarred by any procuring entity for violation of Order shall not be eligible for Purchase Preference. 

c. The list of debarred suppliers along with period of debarment will be maintained and displayed in websites.
24.8 Assurance of Orders for Items Indigenized Successfully for Import Substitution.
The purchase order(s) will be placed on same Class I supplier, who has successfully executed (meeting all the specifications and project time lines) the original Import substitution order, for similar requirements if arising in GSL in next 5 yrs. The pricing will be suitably adjusted for annual inflation based on indices for labour, material and services as applicable at that point of time as per the mutual agreement.
24.9 Reciprocity clause :
“In case if it is observed that Indian suppliers of an item are not allowed to participate and/or compete in procurement by any foreign government, due to restrictive tender conditions which have direct or indirect effect of barring Indian companies such as registration in the procuring country, execution of projects of specific value in the procuring country etc., GSL reserves the right to restrict, exclude bidders from that country from eligibility for procurement of that item or other items without giving any reasons whatsoever at any stage of procurement.”

For the purpose reciprocity clause, a supplier or bidder shall be considered to be from a country if (i) the entity is incorporated in that country, or ii) a majority of its shareholding or effective control of the entity is exercised from that country; or (iii) more than 50% of the value of the item being supplied has been added in that country. Indian suppliers shall mean those entities which meet any of these tests with respect to India."

Note1: In case of conflict, the policy of M/o MSME shall prevail over the PPP-MII, subject to conformity to GFR 2017 of Department of expenditure, GoI, amended from time to time.
Note 2: for Purchase Officers: To check if 'Nodal Ministry' has prescribed any higher percentage for MLC for class I or class II local supplier for a particular goods or services or works and accordingly set the relevant MLC in sub-clauses for Class I, Class II and Non Local supplier in the PPP(MII) clause. Further depending upon whether the tender is divisible or not or whether the tender can be awarded to multiple bidders (parallel contracts) or not, relevant clauses may be retained.

25. COMPREHENSIVE & PART IDENTIFICATION LIST:

CPL &PIL (in soft and print form), if applicable (as indicated in TA/TNC), shall be forwarded by supplier along with the equipment.
26. BAR CHART / MONTHLY PROGRESS REPORT (as applicable):

In order to monitor the progress of the manufacturing of the above equipment, where so stipulated the firm shall submit the bar chart indicating major activities on cardinal events and major milestone along with the complete details of the subcontracted items within 6 weeks from the date of placement of order. Firm shall submit progressive report every month in the GSL prescribed format as per the Annexure O so that the delivery of the equipment is ensured.

Firm should indicate imported components & Indigenous portion of supply. Order placed on imported & domestic vendor to be indicated in the progress report. Contact person for monitoring, follow up etc. to be indicated.

27. DOCUMENTS: 

  Firm shall provide requisite documents & drawings and manuals etc as applicable (both in soft & prints), for the equipment as per L-TA-1258-309192-01, Rev 001 dated 06.10.2025. 
28. DEVIATIONS & NON CONFORMITY:

The sizes of the equipment are required to be exactly as per bidder/ seller’s binding drawings approved by GSL & ship owner (if applicable). In case it is not so and consequently resulted in rework to the seating prepared already as per their drawing, cost of the rework would be charged to bidder/ seller’s account by way of deductions from any outstanding amount payable to firm against this contract or any other contract with GSL. Firms are therefore requested to ensure that the actual sizes of the equipment match with your binding drawings. The scope of supply shall strictly confirm to Technical advice no.    L-TA-1258-309192-01, Rev 001 dated 06.10.2025.  Any deviation(s) & non-conformity (s) will not be accepted unless such deviation & modification has the prior approval of GSL.

29. WEIGHT: 

Total weight of the equipment / items would be printed on the packing list / package and the slinging position for lifting the package would be indicated on the package. Firm shall indicate estimated weight of the equipment & the components in “KGS” on the drawing.
30. ORDER ACKNOWLEDGEMENT:

In the event of an order resulting from the tender, an acknowledgement and acceptance of the order including all terms & conditions shall be submitted by the supplier, on a GSL prescribed format as per Annexure I within 07 days from the date of order failing which the same will be deemed as accepted.
31. PENDING ORDERS WITH THE FIRM FROM OTHER SHIPYARDS:


Firm shall submit the details of the pending orders from the other shipyards. The complete details shall include :- (i) Name of Customer, (ii) Purchase Order number & date, (iii) Original contractual date of delivery, (iv) Extended date of delivery, (v) Actual supplies made, reasons for the delay/pendency, if any, (vi) E.D.C. (Expected Date of Completion) etc.
32. FORECLOSING OF TENDER,ACCEPTANCE /REJECTION OF BIDS:

 GSL reserves the right to "FORECLOSE” tender and/or “ACCEPT” or “REJECT” any bids without assigning any reason thereof at any point of time.
33. ACCEPTANCE & REJECTION OF FULL OR PART OF THE TENDER:


GSL reserves the right to accept or reject in full or part of the tender, or to withdraw the tender in toto, or to award the contract/ order in full or part, to one or more vendors/ contractors, without assigning any reasons thereof and without thereby incurring any liability to the affected bidder/ seller or any obligations to inform the affected bidder/ seller of the grounds for GSL action. The decision taken by GSL in this regard shall be final and binding.
34. DETAILS OF IMPORT CONTENT:

Firm to indicate Import content ,if any,in their offer .Also Country of origin for all the imported items above Rs 5.0 Lakhs to be provided.

35.   VALIDITY:
The offer for the equipment shall be valid for 180 days from the date of opening of tender.
Extension of validity in above cases will be sought as required.
36. FALL CLAUSE: 

        The BIDDER undertakes that it has not supplied/ is not supplying similar product/systems or subsystems at a price lower than that offered in the present bid in respect of any other Ministry/Department of the Government of India or PSU and if it is found at any stage that similar product/systems or sub systems was supplied by the BIDDER to any other Ministry/ Department of the Government of India or a PSU at a lower price, then that very price, with due allowance for elapsed time, will be applicable to the present case and the difference in the cost would be refunded by the BIDDER to the BUYER, if the contract has already been concluded.

37. INDIVIDUALITY OF CONTRACT:
Contract resulting from this tender will be treated as an individual contract, shall not allow any general lien to you and shall not get prejudice in execution due to any situation arising out of some other contract that you may have with GSL. This Contract should be treated as an individual contract and should not be related with other orders with GSL in respect of progress of work or payment. Payment made under one order shall not be assigned or adjusted to any other order except to the extent agreed upon in writing by GSL.

38. PRODUCT IMPROVEMENT:
In case of any improvement in the product design during the course of manufacture, firm agreed to incorporate the same in the equipment, free of cost after duly informing GSL & Indian Navy of such improvements. Technological development or modifications evolved if any in the near future, the information would be transferred unconditionally to GSL & Indian Navy on chargeable basis by the firm, if any cost is involved in such transfer, and the same would be discussed and would be done only after mutual agreement.

39. COST OF TENDERING:
The tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its tender, and GSL will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the tendering process including cancellation of this tender process.

40. GOVERNING OF TENDER:

The contract resulting from this invitation for Tender, shall be governed by the terms & conditions of the Tender, and the Tenderer quoting against this enquiry, shall be deemed to have read, understood and accepted the same.

41. COUNTER TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

Where counter Terms & conditions are offered by the Tenderer, those shall not govern the Tender, unless, specific acceptance of the same is conveyed in writing in the contract or amendment contract by GSL.
42. SUBMISSION OF FORGED DOCUMENTS:

i) Bidders should note that GSL may verify authenticity of all the documents / certificates / information submitted by the bidder(s) against the tender. In case at any stage of tendering process or Contract / work order execution etc., if it is established that bidder has submitted forged documents / certificates information towards fulfilment of any of the tender / contract conditions, GSL shall immediately reject the bid of such bidder(s) or cancel / terminate the contract and forfeit EMD/SD submitted by the bidder. Further, such bidders shall be dealt with for debarment or financial penalty or suspension of business dealing at discretion of GSL.

ii) The bidder shall be required to give an undertaking on the company’s letter head, as per format G attached that all the documents /certificates / information submitted by them against the tender are genuine. In case any of the documents / certificates / information submitted by the bidder is found to be false or forged, action as deemed fit may be initiated by GSL at its sole discretion.
43. PURCHASER’S PROPERTY


All property (such as materials, drawings, documents etc.) issued by the Purchaser or any other individual or firm on behalf of the Purchaser in connection with the contract shall remain confidential, being the property of the Purchaser and the Bidder/Supplier/Contractor shall undertake to return all such property so issued and will be responsible for any or all loss thereof and damage thereto resulting from whatever causes and shall reimburse the Purchaser the full amount of loss and damage. On completion of work in any compartment / location of the purchaser’s premises, the Bidder/Supplier/Contractor must ensure that the place is left in a reasonably clean state and all scrap is transferred to nearby scrap-bins.

44. REJECTION OF MATERIALS 


If the Goods, or any portion thereof of the equipment found defective / rejected, the Supplier / Contractor shall collect the same from GSL’s Stores, all incidental charges being borne by him (inclusive of Custom duty, if payable), within 30 days from the date of intimation to the Supplier / Contractor of such rejection. If not collected within 30 days, GSL shall recover storage charges @ 1 % per month maximum up to 5% of cost of rejected items. GSL reserves the right to dispose off the rejected items at the end of a total period of six months in any manner to the best advantage to GSL and recover consequential damages maximum up to order value.

45. TRANSFER OF SUPPLIERS / CONTRACTOR’S RIGHTS


The Bidder / Supplier / Contractor shall not either wholly or partly sell, transfer, assign or otherwise dispose of the rights, liabilities and obligations under the contract between him and the Purchaser without prior consent of the Purchaser in writing.

46. LANGUAGE OF CONTRACT
Unless otherwise stipulated in NIT, the contract shall be written in the Official Language or English. All correspondence and other contract documents, which the parties exchange, shall also be written/ translated accordingly in that language. For purposes of interpretation of the contract, the English documents/ translation shall prevail.
47. TRANSFER OF TITLE OF GOODS 
(a)  Unless otherwise stated in the contract, notwithstanding any inspection and approval by the Inspecting Officer on the contractor's premises, or any payments made to the contractor, property in the Goods (and resultant rights and liabilities) shall not pass on to GSL until the Goods have been received, inspected, and accepted by the consignee. The Goods and every constituent part thereof, whether in the possession or control of the contractor, his agents or servants or a carrier, or the joint possession of the contractor, his agents or servants and GSL, his agents, or servants, shall remain in every respect at the risk of the contractor, until their actual delivery to a person stipulated in the contract, as the interim consignee for despatch to the consignee. The Contractor shall  be responsible  for  all  loss,  destruction, damage, or deterioration of or to the Goods from any cause whatsoever while the Goods after approval by the Inspecting Officer are awaiting despatch or delivery or are in the course of transit from the contractor to the consignee or interim consignee, as the case may be. The Contractor shall alone be entitled and responsible for making claims against any carrier in respect of non-delivery, short delivery, mis-delivery, loss, destruction, damage, or deterioration of the Goods entrusted to such carrier by the contractor for transmission to the consignee or the interim consignee as the case may be.

(b)  Provided that where, under the terms of the contract, the Goods are required to be delivered to an interim consignee for dispatch to the consignee, the Goods shall be at GSL’s risk after their delivery to the interim consignee.

STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS (STC) FOR SUPPLY OFADDITIONAL CABLES   FASTENERS 14 FOR GSL YARD NOS.1258 & 1259.  
1. APPICABILITY OF LAW AND JURISDICTION:

All Contracts resulting from this tender shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of India. Parties agree for the exclusive jurisdiction of competent courts in the State of Goa, India in respect of any matter arising out of the Contract(s).
2. ARBITRATION:

In the event of any question, dispute or differences arising under the agreement resulting from this tender or in connection therewith (including a dispute relating to the validity or existence of this Agreement), the parties agree to settle the same amicably by mutual discussions within a period of 90 (Ninety) days of service of a written notice from either party to the other Parties, referring / raising the dispute, to resolve the dispute in good faith.

i. If the Parties failed to resolve the dispute within the aforesaid period of 90 (Ninety) days, then by consent of Parties, it is agreed that Chairman & Managing Director of Goa Shipyard Limited (GSL) shall appoint a Sole Arbitrator to adjudicate the disputes. The Arbitrator so appointed shall have neither direct or indirect, past or present relationship with or interest in any of the disputing parties or in relation to the subject matter in dispute; whether financial, business, professional or other kind whatsoever. The Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1996 and the amendments thereto shall be applicable. The Arbitration shall be governed by the laws of India and the language of Arbitration shall be English. The award of the Arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties.

ii. Upon any and every reference for the award, as aforesaid, the cost of the proceedings including all expenses incidental thereto shall be determined at the discretion of the Arbitrator.  

iii. The seat and venue of the Arbitration proceedings shall be Vasco-da-Gama, Goa or    such other place, as the arbitrator may decide.

3. BIDDERS PROHIBITED FROM PARTICIPATION IN THE TENDER:

3.1  Any bidder from a country which shares a land border with India will be eligible to bid in this tender only if the bidder/ seller is registered with the Competent Authority. 

Exclusion : This clause will not be applicable to bidders from those countries (even if sharing land borders from India) to which Govt. of India has extended lines of credit or in which the Govt. of India is engaged in Developmental projects. Updated list of countries to which lines of credit or in which developmental project are undertaken are given in the website of Ministry of External affairs.

3.2 "Bidder" (including the term 'tenderer', 'consultant' or 'service provider' in certain contexts) means any person  or firm or company, including any member of a consortium or joint venture (that is an association of several persons, or firms or companies), every artificial juridical person not falling in any of the descriptions of bidder stated hereinbefore, including any agency branch or office controlled by such person, participating in a procurement process.

3.3 "Bidder from a country which shares a land border with India" for  the purpose of this Order means: -

a. An entity incorporated, established or registered in such a country: or

b. A subsidiary of an entity incorporated, established or registered in such a country; or

c. An entity substantially controlled through entities incorporated, established or registered in such a country; or

d. An entity whose beneficial owner is situated in such a country; or

e. An Indian (or other) agent of such an entity; or

f. A natural person who is a citizen of such a country; or

g. A consortium or joint venture where any member of the consortium or joint venture falls under any of the above.

3.4 The beneficial owner for the above purpose will be as under:

i. In case of a company or Limited Liability Partnership, the beneficial owner is the natural person(s), who, whether acting alone or together, or through one or more juridical person, has a controlling ownership interest or who exercises control through other means.




Explanation-

a. "Controlling ownership interest" means ownership of or entitlement to more than twenty-five per cent. of shares or capital or profits of the company;

b.  "Control" shall include the right to appoint majority of the directors or to control the management or policy decisions including by virtue of their shareholding or management rights or shareholders agreements or voting agreements;

 4.4.2. In case of a partnership firm. the beneficial owner is the natural person(s)   who, whether acting alone or together or through one or more juridical  person, has ownership of entitlement to more than fifteen percent of   capital or profits of the partnership;

4.4.3.
 In  case  of  an  unincorporated association or  body of  individuals, the   beneficial owner is the natural person(s), who, whether acting alone or   together, or through one or more juridical person, has ownership of or entitlement to more than fifteen percent of the property or capital or profits   of such association or body of individuals;

4.4.4. Where no natural person is identified above, the   beneficial owner is the relevant natural person who holds the position of   senior managing official;

4.4.5.In case of a trust, the identification of beneficial owner(s) shall include   identification of the author of the trust, the trustee, the beneficiaries with   fifteen percent or more interest in the trust and any other natural person   exercising ultimate effective control over the trust through a chain of   control or ownership.

3.5 An Agent is a person employed to do any act for another, or to represent another in dealings with third person.

3.6 The successful bidder shall not be allowed to sub-contract works to any contractor from a country which shares a land border with India unless such contractor is registered with the Competent Authority.

Model Certificate for Tenders (To be submitted by the bidder along with the Bids)

"I have read the clause regarding restrictions on procurement from a bidder of a country which shares a land border with India; I certify that this bidder is not from such a country or. if from such a country, has been registered with the Competent Authority. I hereby certify that this bidder fulfills all requirements in this regard and is eligible to be considered. [Where applicable, evidence of valid registration by the Competent Authority shall be attached."

NOTE: The Competent Authority for the purpose of registration under this Order shall be the Registration Committee constituted by the Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT).

4. SECRECY:

All information and property (such as materials, drawings, documents etc) given to the supplier for the execution of the order is to be treated as SECRET/CONFIDENTIAL. The Technical information, Drawings, Specification and other related Documents forming part of this Enquiry /Order are the property of the Purchaser and shall not be used for any other purpose except for the execution of order. Any information / drawing etc. shall not be copied, transcribed, traced or reproduced in any other form or otherwise in whole / part or duplicated, modified, divulged and / or disclosed to a third party, not misused, used in any other form whatsoever without Purchaser’s prior consent in writing except to the extent required for the execution of this order.

Obligations of the contractor/SUPPLIER

(i)    Without GSL’s prior written consent, the contractor shall not use the information mentioned above except for the sole purpose of performing this contract.

(ii)   The contractor shall treat and mark all information  as confidential (or Secret – as the case may) and shall not, without the written consent of GSL, divulge to any person other than the person(s) employed by the contractor   in  the  performance   of  the  contract.  Further,  any  such disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and only so far as necessary for such performance for this contract.

(iii)   Notwithstanding  the above,  the contractor  may furnish  to its holding

company or its Subcontractor(s) such documents, data, and other information it receives from GSL to the extent required for performing the contract. In this event, the contractor shall obtain from such holding company/ Subcontractor(s) an undertaking of confidentiality (or secrecy

– as the case may be) similar to that imposed on the contractor under the above clauses.

(iv)   The obligation of the contractor under sub-clauses above, however, shall not apply to information that:

(aa)  The contractor needs to share with the institution(s) participating in the financing of the contract;
(ab)  now or hereafter is or enters the public domain through no fault of 
        Contractor;

(ac) can be proven to have been possessed by the contractor at the time of disclosure and which was not previously obtained, directly or indirectly, from GSL; or

(ad) otherwise lawfully becomes available to the contractor from a third party  that has no obligation of confidentiality.

(v) The above provisions shall not in any way modify any undertaking of   confidentiality (or Secrecy – as the case may be) given by the contractor before the date of the contract in respect of the contract/ the Tender Document or any part thereof.

(vi) The provisions of this clause shall survive completion or termination for whatever reason of the contract.
5. PENALTY  FOR USE OF UNDUE INFLUENCE:

The seller (bidder/ seller) undertakes that he has not given, offered or promised to give, directly or indirectly any gift, consideration, reward, commission, fees, brokerage or inducement to any person in service of the Buyer or otherwise in procuring the contract or forbearing to do or for having done or for borne to do any act in relation to the obtaining or execution of the Contract or any other contract with the Purchaser for showing or For bearing to show favor or disfavor to any person in relation to the contract or any other contract with the Purchaser.  Any breach of the aforesaid undertaking by the seller or any one employed by him or acting on his behalf (whether with or without the knowledge of the seller) or the commission of any offence by the seller or any one employed by him on acting on his behalf as defined in Chapter IX of the Indian Penal Code, 1860 or the prevention of corruption Act, 1947 or any other act enacted for the prevention of corruption shall entitle the buyer to cancel the contract and all or any other contracts with seller and recover from the seller the amount of any loss arising from such cancellation.  A decision of the buyer or his nominee to the effect that a breach of undertaking has been committed shall be final and binding on the firm.  

Giving or offering of any gift, bribe or inducement or any attempt to any such act on behalf of the seller towards any officer/employee of the buyer or to any other person in a position to influence the decision of GSL, directly or indirectly or any attempt to influence any officer/employee of GSL for showing any favour in relation to this or any other contract, shall render the said seller to such liability/penalty as GSL may deem proper, including but not limited to termination of the contract, imposition of penal damages, forfeiture of the Bank Guarantee and refund of the amount paid by GSL.

6. IMMUNITY OF GOVERNMENT OF INDIA CLAUSE:

It is expressly understood and agreed by and between bidder/ seller and Goa Shipyard Limited, Vaddem, Vasco-Goa (GSL) that the parties are entering into this Agreement solely on their own behalf and not on the behalf of any person or entity. In particular, it is expressly understood and agreed that the Government of India is not a party to this Agreement and has no liabilities, obligations or rights hereunder. It is expressly understood and agreed that GSL is an independent legal entity with power and authority to enter into contracts solely in its own behalf under the applicable of Laws of India and general principles of Contract Law. The bidder/ seller expressly agrees, acknowledges and understands that GSL is not an agent, representative or delegate of the Government of India. It is further understood and agreed that the Government of India is not and shall not be liable for any acts, omissions and commissions, breaches or other wrongs arising out of the contract. Accordingly, bidder/ seller hereby expressly waives, releases and foregoes any and all actions or claims, including cross claims, impleader claims or counter claims against the Government of India arising out of this contract and covenants not to sue Government of India in any manner, claim, cause of action or thing whatsoever arising of or under this Agreement.

7. DUTY OF PERSONNEL OF SUPPLIERS:

GSL being a Defence Public Sector Undertaking, bidder/ seller undertakes that their personnel deployed in connection with the entrusted work will not indulge in any activities other than the duties assigned to them.
8. SUBMISSION OF FORGED DOCUMENTS:

Bidders should note that GSL may verify authenticity of all the documents/ certificate/ information submitted by the Bidder(s) against the tender.  In case at any stage of tendering process or Contract/ PO execution etc., if it is established that Bidder has submitted forged documents/ certificates/ information towards fulfillment of any of the tender/ contract conditions, GSL shall immediately reject the Bid of such Bidder(s) or cancel/ terminate the contract and forfeit EMD/ SD submitted by the bidder as applicable.

The Bidder shall be required to give an undertaking on the company’s letter head and duly signed by the signatory of the Bid, that all the documents/ certificates/ information submitted by them against the tender are genuine. In case any of the documents/ certificates/ information submitted by the Bidder is found to be false or forged, action as deemed fit may be initiated by GSL at its sole discretion.
9. BANNED OR DE-LISTED CONTRACTORS / SUPPLIERS:


The bidder/ sellers shall give a declaration as per format attached at Annexure G that they have not been banned or de-listed by any Indian Government or quasi Government agencies or PSUs. If a bidder/ seller has been banned or de-listed by any Government or quasi Government agencies or PSUs, this fact must be clearly stated and it may not necessarily be a cause for disqualifying him.

10. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS:

a) All intellectual property rights towards research, invention, know-how, design, drawings, documents and corresponding improvements on the design of the subject vessel shall remain with GSL. The subcontractor/supplier shall have no stake or any claim or use the subject design for any commercial advantage without the prior consent of GSL.

b) The prices stated in the present Contract shall be deemed to include all amounts payable for the use of patents, copyrights, registered charges, trademarks and payments for any other industrial property rights of the OEM or their sub vendors applicable for the product & services delivered under this tender/contract. 

c) The firm shall indemnify GSL against all claims from a third party at any time on account of the infringement of any or all the rights mentioned in the previous paragraphs, whether such claims arise in respect of manufacture or use. The firm shall be responsible for the completion of the scope of work and completion of the supplies including Base and Depot spares, On Board Spares, all other spares, Special Maintenance Tools {SMTs)/ Special Technical Equipment (STEs), technical literature and training aggregates irrespective of the fact of Infringement of the supplies, irrespective of the fact of infringement of any or all the rights mentioned above.

d) The vendor/contactor confirms that there is no violation of IPR of the products supplied or service(s) rendered. In case of infringement  or trespass of   a third party’s IPR, whether knowingly or unknowingly, the contractor/vendor shall be solely responsible for all third party claims, actions, damages or  proceedings and GSL will not be responsible /liable for the same, in any manner whatsoever.

e) Vendor/Contractor agrees to indemnify and keep indemnified the GSL from and against all liabilities, costs, claims, losses, expenses (including legal fees) and damages arising from or incurred by reason of any third party claim arising, directly or indirectly, out of any infringement or alleged infringement of the Intellectual Property Rights with respect to the product supplied or service(s) rendered.

11. PUBLICITY CLAUSE:

The subcontractor is prohibited for making any publicity or to make any other public statement relating to or connected with Product and Services provided vide this tender / contract / work order or the matters contained herein without obtaining written consent from GSL. For purposes of this provision, Publicity shall include Notices, informational pamphlets, press releases, information posted on corporate or other websites, social media, research reports, posters and similar public notices.
12. CARTELIZATION:

The tenderers are expected to quote most competitive prices freely. Wherever all or most of the approved firms quote equal rates and cartel formation is suspected, GSL reserves the right to exclude the defaulters without assigning any reasons thereof. The firms who quote in cartel are warned that suitable penal action may be initiated (including debarring from future tenders) as per guidelines promulgated by government / GSL.

13. INDEMNIFICATION:

The Bidder/Supplier/Contractor shall indemnify Goa Shipyard limited, against any or all liabilities, legal, financial or otherwise, which may arise during the currency of the order / contract as a result of the same due to non compliance of tender Terms and conditions or otherwise. The Bidder / Supplier / Contractor, his employees, licences, agents or Sub-Supplier/ Sub-contractor, while on site of GSL for the purpose of this contract, indemnifies GSL against direct damage and/or injury to the property and/or the person of GSL or that to employees, agents, Sub-Contractors / Suppliers of GSL occurring and to the extent caused by the negligence of the Bidder / Supplier / Contractor, his employees, licensees, agents or Sub-contractor by making good such damages to the property, or compensating personal injury and the total liability for such damages or injury shall be as mutually discussed and agreed to. Any injury to the tenderer's employees, agents, Sub-Contractors / Suppliers or damage to his property/goods due to the negligence of the tenderer shall not be indemnified by GSL.
14. FRAUDULENT PRACTICE:

The Bidder shall not be eligible to participate to this tender enquiry where it has been determined by GSL that the bidder is engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices. Firms that are blacklisted/debarred/kept on vendor holiday by GSL will not be eligible to participate in the tender. The bid, if received, from such firms/bidders will not be considered.

During tendering process or during the execution of contract if it is found that the documents submitted by the bidders are unauthentic / fake / forged/ misleading, then the bid of such bidder will be rejected.GSL reserves the right to cancel / terminate the contract and forfeit EMD/SD submitted by such bidders. Further, such bidders shall be dealt with for debarment or suspension of business dealing or kept on vendor holiday as per GSL procedure. 

15. SUBMISSION OF OFFERS:

a. In the tender either Indian agent/authorised representative on behalf of Principal / OEM or Principal / OEM itself can bid but both cannot bid simultaneously for the same item/product in the same tender. In such cases offer submitted by OEM only shall be considered.

b. If an agent/authorised representative submits bid on behalf of the principal/OEM, the same agent / authorised representative shall not submit a bid on behalf of another Principal / OEM in the same tender for same item / product. In such cases offers submitted by the agent / authorised representative shall not be considered.
16. RECOVERY OF SUMS DUE:

Whenever under this contract any sum of money is due and payable by the bidder/ seller to GSL, GSL shall be entitled to recover such sum by appropriating in whole or in part, the Security Deposit if any, paid by the bidder/ seller/Contractor/Supplier, if a security being insufficient or if no security has been taken form bidder/ seller, then the total sum due/balance of the total sum due, as the case may be, shall be deducted and recovered from the sum due to the bidder/ seller under this or any other contract (with the Goa Shipyard Limited) and remaining balance due, if any, will be recovered through due process of law. 

17. AGENTS / AGENCY COMMISSION:

The bidder/ seller confirms and declares to the buyer (tenderer) that the seller is the original manufacturer or Authorized Vendor of original manufacturer  of the stores referred to in this offer/contract/purchase order and has not engaged any individual or firm, whether Indian or foreign whatsoever, to intercede, facilitate or in any way to recommend to Buyer or any of its functionaries, whether officially or unofficially, to the award of the Contract/Purchase Order  to the Seller; nor has any amount been paid, promised or intended to be paid to any such individual or firm in respect of any such intercession, facilitation or recommendation. The Seller agrees that if it is established at any time to the satisfaction of the Buyer that the present declaration is in any way incorrect or if at a later stage it is discovered by the Buyer that the Seller has engaged any such individual/firm, and paid or intended to pay any amount, gift, reward, fees, commission or consideration to such person, party, firm or institution, whether before or after the signing of this Contract/Purchase Order, the seller will be liable to refund that amount to the Buyer. The Seller will also be debarred from participating in any RFQ/Tender for new projects/program with Buyer for a minimum period of five years. The Buyer will also have a right to consider cancellation of the Contract/Purchase Order either wholly or in part, without any entitlement or compensation to the Seller who shall in such event be liable to refund all payments made by the Buyer in terms of the Contract/Purchase Order along with interest at the rate of 2% per annum above LIBOR (London Inter Bank Offer Rate) (for foreign vendors) and Base Rate of SBI plus 2% (for Indian Vendors). The Buyer will also have the right to recover any such amount from any contracts/purchase orders concluded earlier with Buyer.

18. ACCESS TO THE BOOK OF ACCOUNTS: 

In case, if it is found to the satisfaction of GSL, that the seller has engaged an Agent or paid commission or influenced any person to obtain the contract as described in clauses relating to agents/Agency commission and penalty for use of undue influence, the seller, on a specific request of the GSL shall provide necessary information/ inspection of the relevant financial document/ information including a copy of the contract and details of payment terms between the vendors and agent engaged by him.
19. COMPLIANCE OF PROVISIONS OF ANTI-PROFITEERING RULE UNDER GST ACT 2017 :

i. Pursuant to Section 171 of Central Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 (‘CGST Act, 2017’), any benefit accruing on account of reduction in rate of GST or availment of input tax credit on goods or services or both on account of GST law by the SELLER/ SUPPLIER shall be passed on to the BUYER/GSL by way of commensurate reduction in the price.
ii. In case, BUYER/ GSL notices any non-compliance of Section 171 of CGST Act, 2017 on the part of SELLER/SUPPLIER, the BUYER/GSL may make an application to the National Anti-Profiteering Authority against the respective supplier for passing on the benefits to the BUYER/GSL.

20. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY:

Except in cases of criminal negligence or willful misconduct, Seller’s liability shall be limited to the obligations specified in the CONTRACT/ PURCHASE ORDER. Under no circumstances Seller shall be liable for any consequential or indirect damages of whatsoever nature incurred by the Buyer, including but not limited to loss of use, loss of production, loss of profit, loss of business, increase in operating costs or damages to its reputation. For all motives considered together arising out of CONTRACT/ PURCHASE ORDER or tort relating to performance of the CONTRACT/PURCHASE ORDER, Seller’s liability shall be limited to 100% of the total CONTRACT/PURCHASE ORDER value, provided  that  this limitation shall not apply to the cost of repairing or replacing defective equipment, or to any obligation of the contractor to indemnify GSL concerning IPR infringement and Confidentiality of Documents.
